It is difficult to figure out exactly how much our giving has increased since we began encouraging people to
sign up for Simply Giving. Some who signed up used to give by check. We should know better by the end of
June (although summer is not a good time to get a handle on giving by check, as attendance is erratic).

At this time, John estimates that giving has increase perhaps by $2,000 per month.

Proposed Cuts

1. Reducing space at HEC: approximately $400-500 a month

No Wednesday and rent smaller space for the summer at a cost of $350.

No Wednesdays or evenings next year. UCC is willing to host Confirmation on Wednesday. Also continuing to
look for different space, one that combines office and worship space. Gary: Seventh Day Adventist church?
2. Office assistant $1144 a month (savings of $8,000 to end of year)

NOTE: Anita was hired to work 25 hours per week at $11 per hour. She's been working 14 hours per week

and donating additional time, so actual cost is $616 a month, which isa savings of $528 a month ($3, 696
to end of year .)



3. Waste management: $92 a month (savings of $644 to end of year)

The office produces very little trash and strangers have discovered the nearly empty dumpster and have
been using it for illegal dumping. Jim and L aura can take home the small amount of waste produced.

4. Advertising: $601 to end of year
5. Office Space $750 a month

Lease is up in October. Can we find a new, less expensive space or temporary space? What are issues with
not having a physical presence and a phone that people can call and talk to a real person?

6. Phone $200 a month

I f we don't have an office, we donot necessarily nec¢

7. Spending moratorium until the end of the summer. No ad ditional expenses other than salaries, office
space, and HEC. Get donations to cover cost of summer activities (root beer floats at fair).

In our first years as a church, we spent very little, but we also didn't stretch oursel  ves.
About a year ago, we began to spend more in order to go out more. However, we didn't work to

increase giving to match those increased expenses (and to cover the loss of income from the ELCA
grant, which expired in February 2014).

People bring to churc h certain mindsets about giving. Some come from situations lacking trust
concerning finances. Others don't come from "church" backgrounds and so may not understand the
importance giving plays in the vitality of a church.

The following priorities were estab lished:

Action:

=A =4 -4 =4

Worship and outreach are priority. As we consider cuts, we must not compromise our purpose to go
out and transform lives through Jesus Christ and to meet people where they are.

Pastor Laura needs to be "out" in the community in order to do her best job as a mission developer.
She can't do this if she is dealing with other things.

We need to educate our members in a variety of ways. Percentages work for some but may turn
others off . Stories are a great way to educate others. Present the gap in term s of the $6,000
monthly shortfall in giving.

We need to become financially independent. To do this we will need to spend wisely, increase
giving, and increase membership.

Renegotiate with HEC to reduce space for the summer. Look into moving confirm ation to UCC next
year. Cut Waste Management. Office assistant hours already reduced.

Restart the Facilities Table to look for other venues, other office space. Ideally a place where we

can have both worship and office.

Wait until October to make significa nt cuts (such as eliminating office space).

Recommend cutting office assistant to 5 hours a week rather than eliminating.

Do not recommend spending moratorium on summer events we are already committed to.

Focus on yearround
stewardship.

River Conditions dLetter From Pastor Laura

Dear River of Hope,

The Financial Stewardship Table met last week and developed a plan to move forward, financially
speaking.

First, a thank you. 16 families increased their giving in the past 2 months and we've more than
doubled the numbers of those signed up for Simply Giving. River of Hope means a lot to a lot of
folks. Thank you for taking a step in faith to do this.

While the response to our asks for signing up for Simply Giving ha s been vibrant, itis not enough.

We seea way forward for River of Hope and have addressed the monthly budget shortfall of
$6,000 in 3rds:

$2000 will be covered by grants from our Synod and from the ELCA. This is not a solution but gives
us room to breathe and to plan.

$2000 will be covered by your giving. Thank you! This piece of the pie must continue to grow.
$2000 will be cut.
Immediate Cuts:

T Currently, Anita Weitzman, our Office Administrator, is volunteering over half of  her part
time hours.
