You Are Here Clipboards ð Your being in worship is important. Youõre here ð weõre glad. 
Take a minute to fill one out (both sides) even if you attend here every week. Then put it 
in the offering plate later on as it passes by. Prayer requests can be made on the other 
side of the form.  
 
Worship Style  ð We are an intergenerational community. (Thatõs a fancy word for young 
and old.) We sing hymns, we sing songs. We pray ancient words and words that are new 
to us. We actively practice faith during worship. Sometimes itõs beautiful. Sometimes itõs 
awkward. Sometimes itõs both. It always òcountsó as worship. Then we try it again next 
week.  
 
Practice  ð Did you notice kids and teenagers, moms and dads, old and young helping to 
lead worship? We hope so. Participating in worship knows no age limit. Worship is one 
place and just one way we practice being Christians. It helps prepare us for living as 
Christians. Go ahead. Try it. No perfection expected ð just practice.  
 
Exit Strategy  ð Nervous to stand in line and talk to the pastor? Just introverted enough 
that youõd like to slip away? Ok. Slip out a side door. Or scoot behind the line of people 
out the do or. No one will be offended, really. We hope you met someone today, but not 
at risk of your fleeing in fright from too much attention.

Table groups do not 
meet just to meet but have a purpose and passion  for meeting.  
 
3. Trust . Trust the other tables to do their work and to make decisions. Ask good questions and 
trust the leaders t o make faithful decisions.  
 
4. Give. Leaders of River of Hope give their time and their consistent financial support.

Dear hopeful people,  
 
Another article made the rounds via the interwebs  a week or 2 ago talking 
about faith formation and that kids are more likely to have faith lives that 
matter to them when itõs part of their life at home.  When God is seen as an 

active and important part of daily life in the home is when it sticks, so to speak. 
 
Does this sounds like good news to you? Or are you a parent who reads this and shudders?  Maybe 
you feel like youõre not qualified to be the #1 resource and source of a lived faith for your kid. 
Maybe youõre not familiar with the Bible. Maybe youõre not sure about your own faith life. Maybe 
you werenõt raised that way yourself. 
 
So let me tell you a few things about what you donõt have to worry about when it comes to this 
whole thing.  Being an expert at faith doesnõt exist.  You donõt have to be a Bible expert for this to 
òwork.ó You donõt have to be perfect. You donõt have to have it all figured out.  All of this is bunk. 
You know what matters?  Curiosity about what God could be doing in the world and in your life. 
Openness to questions ð your own and your kidsõ questions.  Openness to not having all the anwers. 
 
Being a Christian isnõt about where you go on Sunday. Itõs about your whole life.  River of Hope and 
I canõt have faith for you .  I am committed to teaching and preaching and equipping you with tools 
and confidence to live this kind of life beyond Sunday -go-to-meetinõ time.  I am confident God is at 
work in each of our lives  and our messing about in it is whatõs called a life of faith. 
 
All this is to say weõre each one of us disciples ð called by Jesus to follow.  And we do, into a life 
time of learning and faith.  So glad to be on this journey with you.

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Dear Parents of Young Children, 
 
We are so glad that you are here, and that you brought your child(ren) with 

you. As an intergenerational congregation, we think faith is something that is experienced and 
taught through participation. We are so glad you are here, practicing faith together.  
 
A few things for parents to consider during this worship t ime:  
Relax. God put the wiggle in children; donõt feel you have to squash it in worship or appear the 
òperfectó family. That doesnõt exist, silly. Most often, youõre way more worried about the ruckus 
and spectacle than those around you.  
 
We actually think kids can and do help to lead worship.  Anything from ushering to helping set the 
communion table.  There are at least 2 or 3 times during a worship service the kids (of any age) are 
asked to help lead in some way.  Itõs up to them to decide if theyõd like to help.  
 
Here are some helpful things to know about River of Hope if youõre nervous about your kids 
being part of worship.  
Å Children learn behavior by copying you. If you interact with worship, your kids will too. 

Funny enough, we often look to children to  lead us as well.  
Å When the kids are invited to help, it is not required.  Let your child decide.  Or, if it will 

help that you accompany them, come on along!  
Å If total meltdown happens and there is weeping and gnashing of teeth, there is a nursery you 

can flee to or simply take to the halls. You will not be singled out or made to feel bad about 
what has transpired. We will not point and laugh or cast silent judgment. (Weõll most likely 
be breathing a sigh of relief that it wasnõt uséthis time.) 

Å Communion.  Everyone is welcome to receive bread and (non -alcoholic) wine at the table 
regardless of age. Itõs a meal of mercy and grace, not knowledge and worthiness. Itõs up to 
the parents. Simply tell your kids to hold out their hands for bread and weõll help them 
along.  If youõd rather they didnõt, have them fold their hands over their chests so we know. 
If youõd like your kids to talk with Pastor Laura about it, sheõd be happy to visit you at home 
to talk about this important meal.  

Å Activity Bags for kids are avail able at the entrance of the worship space.  
 

To those who are sitting near worshiping parents and children:  
A smile of encouragement or commiseration is always welcome to parents with small, active 
children. For those of you who remember when you were in th is stage of life, your smile and nod 
can communicate a lot. Help each other out.  
 
Worship can and should often sound like life, if not directly reflect it. So the experiences of 
talking, crying, òchurch gigglesó, singing, òsibling interactionsó and general wiggly-ness is also part 
of worship. Weõre glad youõre adding to the fray! 
 
Nursery  Guidelines:  

As we continue to grow into who we are as River of Hopers, we learn what works and where 

improvement is needed. In an effort to demonstrate the greatest care and love for children, the 

following guidelines will be followed for the nursery.    

 

1. There will be at least 1 adult in the nursery at all times.

2. Children must be signed in and out by a parent (or older responsible sibling) with a cell 

phone number provided.  

3. If a child needs to use the restroom or simply wants to be with their parent, the parent will 

be texted to come get their child.  

4. Children will not be allowed to leave the room without being signed out by a parent (or 

older responsible sibling).  

5. The parent and caregiver should both be aware that separation anxiety does occur and is 

acceptable. Parents be assured ð we will reach out to you if and when we need your help in 

the best care for you child.
