Dear hopeful people,  
 
What an incredible thing to see so many in our community joining Discipleship 
Groups.  The word 'disciple' means learner, which makes a lot of sense since we 
learn how to follow Jesus all of our lives. So, in a nutshell, Discipleship Groups 

are small groups that  encourage you to read the Bible together not for knowledge but for your life. 
It sounds simple but it has profound implications.  
 
The Bible can be a very difficult book to pick up because, often,  we've been told we don't have the 
authority to read it "correctly" (whatever that means).  Yet, it's one of the primary ways God 
speaks to us in our lives, right now.  So if we never pick up this book on our own and leave it to 
others to do for us, the Bi ble can feel distant and out of touch with our lives.  
 
Reading the Bible as part of a small group is for encouragement to discover your story 
together.  It's not just about a personal relationship - although a personal relationship is  important 
- it is abo ut the story of community that extends farther than we can imagine.  There is no such 
thing as a singular Christian. Without community, there is no Christianity.  
 
Growing into faith takes a lifetime.  Reading the Bible is meant to encourage you as well as agitate 
and disturb, comfort and care for you.  It's not an easy story, so your life of  faith is definitely 
reflected in scripture.  What I know for certain is that as you read scripture, you will grow 
spiritually and your life will change.   
 
If you want t o be part of a small group, email me or call the office.  We can always start a new 
group.  Or pick up a Bible reading schedule at the Connect Table to read along with the over 70 
people at River of Hope that are reading the Bible weekly, on their own.

God put the wiggle in children; donõt feel you have to squash it in worship or appear the 
òperfectó family. That doesnõt exist, silly. Most often, youõre way more worried about the ruckus 
and spectacle than those around you.  
 
We actually think kids can and do help to lead worship.  Anything from ushering to helping set the 
communion table.  There are at least 2 or 3 t imes during a worship service the kids (of any age) are 
asked to help lead in some way.  Itõs up to them to decide if theyõd like to help. 
 
Here are some helpful things to know about River of Hope if youõre nervous about your kids 
being part of worship.  
Å Children learn behavior by copying you. If you interact with worship, your kids will too. 

Funny enough, we often look to children to lead us as well.  
Å When the kids are invited to help, it is not required.  Let your child decide.  Or, if it will 

help that you  accompany them, come on along!  
Å If total meltdown happens and there is weeping and gnashing of teeth, there is a nursery you 

can flee to or simply take to the halls. You will not be singled out or made to feel bad about 
what has transpired. We will not poi nt and laugh or cast silent judgment. (Weõll most likely 
be breathing a sigh of relief that it wasnõt uséthis time.) 

Å Communion.  Everyone is welcome to receive bread and (non -alcoholic) wine at the table 
regardless of age. Itõs a meal of mercy and grace, not knowledge and worthiness. Itõs up to 
the parents. Simply tell your kids to hold out their hands for bread and weõll help them 
along.  If youõd rather they didnõt, have them fold their hands over their chests so we know. 
If youõd like your kids to talk with Pastor Laura about it, sheõd be happy to visit you at home 
to talk about this important meal.  

Å Activity Bags for kids are available at the entrance of the worship space.  
 

To those who are sitting near worshiping parents and children:  
A smile of encouragement or commiseration is always welcome to parents with small, active 
children. For those of you who remember when you were in this stage of life, your smile and nod 
can communicate a lot. Help each other out.  
 
Worship can and should often sound like life, if not directly reflect it. So the experiences of 
talking, crying, òchurch gigglesó, singing, òsibling interactionsó and general wiggly-ness is also part 
of worship. Weõre glad youõre adding to the fray!
