Reader 6: For hurtful words that condemn, and for angry deeds that harm:

Reader 7: For idleness in witnessing to Jesus Christ, and for squandering the gifts of love and grace: 
ALL: Holy God, holy and mighty, holy and immortal, have mercy on us.
