I believe in God, the Father almighty, 
creator of heaven and earth. 
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(Pastor):  Do you believe in Jesus Christ, the Son of God? 
I believe in Jesus Christ, God's only Son, our Lord, 
who was conceived by the Holy Spirit, 
born of the virgin Mary, 
suffered under Pontius Pilate, 
was crucified, died, and was buried;

We give you thanks, O God, that through water 
and the Holy Spirit you give us new birth, cleanse us from sin, and 
raise us to eternal life 
Stir up in these new members the gift of your Holy Spirit:  
the spirit of wisdom and understanding, 
the spirit of counsel and might, 
the spirit of knowledge and the fear of the Lord, 
the spirit of joy in your presence, 
both now and forever.
